Write a boolean function that determines if a string is a valid password. To be valid, a password must

meet the following criteria:

• The password should be at least six characters long.

• The password should contain at least one uppercase and at least one lowercase letter.

• The password should have at least one digit.

The function should return true if the string argument represents a valid password and false otherwise.

A sample main function for testing your function is shown in Figure 1. Commands to compile, link,

and run this assignment are shown in Figure 2. To use the Makefile as distributed in class, add a target of

lab56 to targets2srcfiles.
